David and Goliath, Defying God

1 Samuel 17:1-36 and 43-49
Overall question this morning:

Are you defying God or walking step in step with God today?  The focus is that we would seek to follow and honor God in all we do.

In defying God we often think it takes the shape of total disobedience all the time but it can be half-heartedly following God.  Let us follow God with all of our heart.

Let’s look at those in our account today who defied God and/or followed Him:
1) The ______________________________________________________ both followed and defied God:
-History to this point: the back and forth of following God and then not following Him.
-In today’s account they were ______________________________ of Goliath and cowered down in fear.
-From prior history the reason they are dealing with people like the Philistines was because they (Israelites) were  disobedient in the first place.

-All of Judges 1 and 2 is speaking of people that the Israelites ____________________________ to drive out after God commanded them to do so. 

-So the Lord was with Judah. And they drove out the mountaineers, but they could not drive out the inhabitants of the lowland, because they had chariots of iron.   
   Judges 1:19 (refers to the Philistines.) 

-Judges 2:3 speaks of how the Philistines and others will now be a thorn in their side because of their disobedience and failure to trust God.  This is all a part of God’s plan.
-The Israelites’ disobedience cost them big time, in fact, it’s why we read the account of David and Goliath.  I believe, Goliath was a Philistine!

-Even half-heartedly following God (follow, then not) can bring forth tough consequences.

-Do you see yourself as an _______________________________________________________ at times?

-We should all be thankful for God’s grace, but realize we need to stay close to God.
-But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light.

2) The ______________________________________________________________________ defied God:
-They have a history of defying God.
-They were always __________________________________________________________ against God.
-Saw the One True God like other gods.
-Goliath- defied God and was killed.
-__________________ derives from the Biblical Hebrew word Pelshet, meaning “land of the Philistines.” 

-Region known as Gaza was inhabited by the Philistines, but was part of the territory given to Judah (Israel).  We often see Gaza in the news today.
-Today we know Israel’s adversaries are the Palestinians, of which a vast majority are Muslims. 

-Until Jesus returns we can expect the ___________________________________ to be a thorn in Israel’s side.  There will always be people who defy God.

-In the end Israel will overcome because God has overcome:
There will be a return of Jews to the land of Israel (Deuteronomy. 30:3; Isaiah 43:6; Ezekiel 34:11-13; 36:24; 37:1-14).

The Antichrist will make a 7-year covenant of "peace" with Israel (Isaiah 28:18; Daniel 9:27).

The temple will be rebuilt in Jerusalem- the area that both Israel and Palestine claim is their capitol (Daniel 9:27; Matthew 24:15; 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4; Revelation 11:1).

The Antichrist will break his covenant with Israel, and worldwide persecution of Israel will result (Daniel 9:27; 12:1, 11; Zechariah 11:16; Matthew 24:15, 21; Revelation 12:13). Israel will be invaded (Ezekiel chapters 38-39).

Israel will finally recognize Jesus as their Messiah (Zechariah 12:10). Israel will be regenerated, restored, and regathered (Jeremiah 33:8; Ezekiel 11:17; Romans 11:26).

The Philistines and Palestinians both defy God, but God overcomes.  Defying God always brings destruction as we see with the Philistines.  Eventually we will see it with the Palestinians.


3) The one who sought God- ___________________________________, the deliverer (up to this point):
David was a “type” of __________________________________________________________________.
Then David spoke to the men who stood by him, saying, “What shall be done for the man who kills this Philistine and takes away the reproach from Israel? For who is this uncircumcised Philistine, that he should defy the armies of the living God?”

Then David said to the Philistine, “You come to me with a sword, with a spear, and with a javelin. But I come to you in the name of the Lord of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, whom you have defied.

Our prayer should be, “God keep me.  I want to walk in Your ways and I want to know You.  I want to stand for You, with You and by You. God, I need You!  I don’t want to defy You or walk away from Your ways.  God, I need You!  Get me back on track when I step off!” 
 In following God often others will follow!

Now the men of Israel and Judah arose and shouted, and pursued the Philistines as far as the entrance of the valley[a] and to the gates of Ekron. And the wounded of the Philistines fell along the road to Shaaraim, even as far as Gath and Ekron.
